For 27 years they have provided safety, support and solutions for victims of stalking, sexual and physical abuse. The Haven Shelter & Services, Inc. is a 501(c) 3 non-profit organization in the Northern Neck of Virginia which provides confidential, free of charge, services for victims of domestic violence and sexual assault. They also house homeless individuals and assist clients who are from other parts of Virginia, and other states, when clients are in imminent danger and need to relocate. The program was established in 1986 with a small apartment and they saw a need in the community and expanded their programs. With donated land, and a huge amount of community support, they built a new shelter which opened in 2007. They can now house up to 32 individuals.

In 2010, became the first non-profit to operate Artemis House, Fairfax County's Domestic Violence Shelter. Artemis House is Fairfax County’s only emergency shelter for families and individuals fleeing domestic and sexual violence and human trafficking. Artemis House provides crisis intervention and temporary housing in apartment-style units in an undisclosed “safe-house.” Safety planning, immediate basic needs assistance and comprehensive service planning is available for preparation for a transition to more permanent and stable housing with 24-hour staff coverage to respond to crisis calls and to screen clients to determine their level of danger.

Homelessness - due to domestic violence, medical crisis, human trafficking, economic downturn or loss of loved one. The average age served is 8 yrs old.  Since 1990 they have assisted over 1,000 families to achieve stability and self-sufficiency. Historically over 85% complete the program. 95% have been able to maintain stable housing and employment.
