Chaplains provide worship, studies, support groups, pastoral care and serve as a bridge to the community overseeing volunteers and seeking connections for their ministries. 
Their Faith Based Re-Entry Program boasts a zero percent recidivism rate for our graduates. GraceInside saves lives. Yet, only 12 of our chaplains are full-time. Many of their part time chaplains are serving institutions with well over 1000 inmates. Jesus said to visit those in prison and in our era of overcrowded, over populated prison population, GraceInside needs your help to make them full-time.
